Day 1: Thursday, September 17, 2026 Overnight Flight You're on
your way to southern Africa, where incredible landscapes lead the
way to a blend of cultural diversity, an abundance of wildlife, and a
remarkable history. From urban centers to wild safaris, Africa
takes you by surprise, delighting you again and again until its
unique spirit claims you, heart and soul.

Important Tour Information:

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-
the-go traveler. You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travelers who require mobility assistance devices.

To experience Africa fully, we recommend that all travelers be in
reasonably good health and prepare properly.

Unfortunately, wheelchairs cannot be accommmodated on this trip. In
addition, travelers who require assistance walking or who travel with
oxygen tanks will not fully enjoy this trip, and we strongly recommend a
different tour.

IDENTIFICATION

Passports are required for this tour at your expense. Certain countries
require that your passport be valid at least 6 months beyond the dates of
your travel.

The visa may be purchased upon arrival, in cash
only. Payments at Ports of Entry for visa can be made in USD. Rates are
approximate and can be changed at any time based on governing
authority.

If you are traveling with children under the age of 18, South Africa requires
that those children must have proper documentation and/or consent
when traveling into or out of the Republic. Please refer to
www.dha.gov.za/index.php/statements-speeches/621-advisory-new-
requirements-for-children-travelling-through-south-african-ports-of-entry-
effective-1-june-2015 for the most up-to-date details on requirements.

In Zimbabwe, both the Zimbabwe Gold and the US Dollar are currently
accepted for local payment. Foreign credit cards are generally accepted at
hotels, shops, and restaurants. For tipping, US Dollars are acceptable, and
we advise all our travelers to carry smaller denominations, as change is not
always available.

Each traveler is responsible for proper documentation and inoculations
that may be required and/or recommended to participate on this tour.
Please contact your local travel clinic or personal physician for specific
details on the destinations you are traveling to and from.

Malaria pills are recommended when visiting Zimbabwe and Botswana.
